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STRESS Installation

· Download the binary file 
'natural-stress-20050315.v232.bin' for NATURAL version 2.3.2 or
'natural-stress-20050410.v413.bin' for NATURAL version 4.1.3
to your hard drive

· TSO command XMIT transformed the variable-blocked dataset with NATURAL objects into a fixed-blocked dataset. Then it was transferred to a PC file.

· Allocate a dataset on your mainframe with DCB attributes LRECL=80, RECFM=FB, BLKSIZE=0.

· Transfer one of the files in BINARY mode from your hard drive to MVS, OS, or VSE.

· Use RCEIVE INDSNAME ('your.fb.dataset') to create a variable-blocked dataset.

· For more information how to load Natural objects please see ServLine24, Secured Services, "How to prepare a file from a mainframe PDS or variable-blocked dataset for FTP."

· If you use NSC, define new library STRESS and link relevant user/user groups.

· Run the NATLOAD utility to load sources and objects in batch into the new library STRESS.

· Copy the following objects into your SYSTEM library because they will be used for asynchronous processes to do ADABAS and tableBASE calls.

· STR-ERRO

· STR-PAD1

· STR-PAS1

· STR-PCP1

· MAKETABS 

· Modify and stow the following sources:

· STR-NADA: ADABAS files and fields to be tested

· STR-NPRM: parameters to define the environment and to support the passcode for your trial version

· Execute STRESS in library STRESS.
